Simon Power – answer to parliamentary question

14795 (2007) – Power Simon to the Minister for Courts (23/8/07): How many people have been convicted for failing to appear in court, for each year for which information is available? 

Rick Barker (Minister for Courts) replied: Information provided in this response is derived from two sources: the Law Enforcement System (LES) for convictions recorded from 1980 to 2003 and the Ministry of Justice’s Case Management System for convictions recorded from 2004 to 2006. An individual is defined as someone with an identifiable person record number. It is known that some individuals might have more than one such number and may therefore be counted more than once. The offence types reported in this response are those relating to failure or refusal to appear in court. The year refers to the year in which the case was concluded. Figures for 2006 are provisional because the Ministry of Justice anticipates certain convictions and sentences to be appealed. The data for 2004 and 2005 have recently been updated (to account for appeals) so the above figures may differ from any previously reported.
