31 investigations are currently underway.  (03793)

In the 117 internal investigations initiated in 2006, investigators found 33 cases of improper behaviour and three of corruption.  Of those 36 investigations, 15 related to theft with the persons responsible not known.  Investigators could not rule out the possibility that in some instances the action complained of may have been undertaken by persons other than Immigration New Zealand staff or occurred prior to being received by the Department. The average time taken to conduct each internal investigation initiated in 2006 was 54 working days.  (05508)

Following the 117 internal investigations initiated in 2006:

· disciplinary procedures were undertaken regarding 19 Immigration New Zealand staff (05510)

· two Immigration New Zealand staff were suspended (05511)
· five Immigration New Zealand staff had their employment terminated (05512)
