Covid Questions You Might Ask . . .
Social Credit Policy:

Question - If I’m fully vaccinated can I catch Covid -19 from someone who is vaccinated?
Answer  – Yes

Question - If I’m fully vaccinated can I catch Covid -19 from my doctor who is vaccinated?

Answer  – Yes

Question - If I’m fully vaccinated and in hospital can I catch Covid -19 from a nurse who is fully vaccinated?

Answer  – Yes

Question - If I’m fully vaccinated can I still catch Covid -19 from my teacher at school who is fully vaccinated?

Answer  – Yes

Question - If I’m a fully vaccinated teacher can I still catch Covid -19 from a pupil at my school who is fully vaccinated?

Answer  – Yes

Question – Will stopping unvaccinated people from being in the same place as me (shop / restaurant / workplace) protect me from catching Covid -19?
Answer  – No it won’t*
Question – So WHY is the government mandating vaccination for health workers and teachers and bringing in vaccine certificates?
Answer  –  Because having more people vaccinated appears to reduce the symptoms and helps to stop our hospitals being overloaded - although it also appears vaccine effectiveness wears off in just a few months which is why some countries are now giving booster shots 
Question – Why are hospitals unable to cope with more patients?
Answer   – Because for the last 15 years politicians have not spent nearly enough money on increasing capacity in our hospitals

Question – What else can we do to ease the strain on our hospitals?

Answer   – Treat people early with high dose Vitamin C, Vitamin D, Zinc, Asprin, and Ivermectin (which the government has banned)

 Question – Have these treatments worked anywhere in the world?
 Answer   – Yes 
Here’s the evidence
Ivermectin is on the WHO “List of Essential Medicines,” and it has an exceptionally good safety record, considered as safe as aspirin. It’s being used safely and effectively in 79 countries across the world to treat COVID-19. Since the 1980s, this low-cost, off-patent medicine has been used by humans (including small children) 3.7 billion times, for a variety of tropical diseases such as river blindness. It has one of the highest safety ratings of any drug.
Some countries send out "Covid Kits" to residents where they can test and treat themselves at home with medication while they isolate. Uttar Pradesh is India’s largest state with a population of 240 million. If it was a country, Uttar Pradesh would rank as the 6th largest in the world.  When Uttar Pradesh and Delhi distributed home kits including Ivermectin, antibiotics, Vitamin C and D, COVID-19 rates dropped quickly, as explained by the UK’s Dr. John Campbell and Dr. Lenny Da Costa’s short video. In May 2021 the WHO reported on the success of the Uttar Pradesh home kits. 
Success with Ivermectin are also being reported in Japan and South America. 
64 studies in over a dozen countries show its efficacy against COVID-19, with results ranging from a 50 percent to 80 percent reduction in deaths and hospitalizations.
